ETH-SDI Link is designed to receive tally and camera control signals over the network and convert them into ancillary
data on the SDI output. Its primary purpose s to serve as a bridge between IP-based control systems and SDI-based
production equipment, such as cameras from Blackmagic Design.

When a command is received - typically from a SKAARHO] Device Core or other automation system over the network -
ETH-SDI Link encodes tally data into the SDI video stream using the standard Blackmagic Design protocol. This allows
connected cameras to respond with appropriate tally indicators (such as red for program or green for preview).

While ETH-SDI Link includes a web interface, HTTP API, and optional Raw Panel protocol for direct control of tally and
testing, these are secondary features. The intended use is conversion of tally and control signals from network data
into SDI ancillary data.

Disable this option to set a fixed static IP address
manually.

There are also several advanced options available in the Network Settings tab:

¢ Allow access without login: When enabled, anyone on the network can access and configure
the device without entering credentials.

¢ Disable all mDNS Advertisements: Stops the device from broadcasting its presence on the net-
work via mDNS (Bonjour/ZeroConf). Useful in large installations where reducing network traffic
is important.

e Enable Ethernet Auto-Negotiation: When enabled, the device automatically negotiates the
best possible speed and duplex mode with your network switch. Historically, this has not been
enabled in SKAARHO] devices, but it is now available for compatibility with modern network
equipment.

Once you have made the necessary changes, click Save to apply them, or Save and Reboot to restart
the device with the new settings.

Save or Save and Reboot?
When you change settings in the Web Ul, you can choose either Save or Save and Reboot:

¢ Save: Writes the new settings to the device's persistent memory. Some changes take effect
immediately without requiring a reboot. This option is faster and suitable for parameters like
labels or minor adjustments.

¢ Save and Reboot: Also writes the settings to persistent memory, but additionally restarts
the device. A reboot is required for certain changes such as IP configuration, enabling or
disabling network services, or changing communication ports. This option ensures that all
changes are fully applied, but takes a little longer.

In general, the safe choice is Save and Reboot, but it is not necessary for every change you make
in the Web Ul. Mostly the Ul will highlight the button that is recommended for the specific changes
you have made.

4.4.2 Managing Configurations

Under the network settings, you can find options for managing device configurations. This allows
you to back up your current settings, restore previous configurations, and reset the device to factory
defaults.
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Export your current settings to a file, or import previously saved settings.
Factory Reset erases all settings and restores defaults.

Clicking the link to back up your configuration will download a JSON file containing all current settings.
The same file can be uploaded later to restore those settings. Advanced users can also edit the |SON
file directly before uploading it back to the device. Restoring to factory defaults erases all custom
settings except the network settings and returns the device to its original state.

4.7 Raw Panel over USB Serial

For Link 10 devices that support Raw Panel functionality, you can also use the Serial Monitor to send
and receive Raw Panel commands over USB.

6.2 Cleaning
